If you are not a company and do not have legalistéten in
law it is the individual members of the group teatploy the
worker, enter into a contract, manage funds atché event of
legal proceedings it is the individual members wwh®respon-
sible.

If you are a company and you have legal status+-have a
separate legal entity, the company — and it icthepany that
will be the subject of legal action. The

company’s assets are registered with the compahyanwith
the individuals.

It can cost as little as €100 to set up a compiamiyeld by guar-
antee.

To set up a company forms need to be filled outd-a@aMemo-
randum and Articles of Association need to be atjlsethe
group. There are templates of these available @internet.

As looking for charitable status involves the suksian of a
Memorandum and Atrticles of Association to the affaf the
Revenue Commissioners it makes sense to do conpgisy
tration and charitable status at the same time.

While these processes take some time both the GueypReg-
istration Office and the Revenue are very helpfaky have
websites with all the forms needed.

The key thing to remember is that by incorporatingr group
as a Company Limited by guarantee you are setfing sepa-
rate legal entity and protecting the individual nibers of the
group. So why be afraid?
